Volunteer Responsibilities:  Speaking of volunteers, we are lucky to have 
so many parents willing to donate time to help at school.

It is important that we always 
know who is on campus.  Confidentiality continues to be an important 
component of volunteering in the classroom.  Volunteers are mindful of 
students' rights regarding privacy. Volunteers might hear or see 
privileged information and so they use discretion. Student misbehavoir 
is information that remains in the classroom and is not discussed with 
other parents. Work filed in student folders is not examined unless a 
teacher specifically asks that it be reviewed or corrected. Classroom 
teachers' space and time is respected so teachers are comfortable and 
don't feel watched or judged.  Volunteers who have a concern speak 
directly to the teacher or principal to ensure privacy.  For schools to 
provide the best environment for learning, everyone's privacy must be 
respected. The role of school volunteer is so important and we know it is 
a job our parent volunteers take seriously.  Know that you are 
appreciated.  Your volunteering does so much and we are grateful for 
your help.  
 
More Volunteer news:  I have heard from many grandparents who have 
signed up to volunteer for "To Grandmother's House We Go."  We are 
putting together a schedule for our visiting grandmas and grandpas and 
will be sending the schedule out in just a few days.  Thank you for your 
help with this program.
